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“Meanwhile works are being conducted in terms of identify-
ing other priorities and planning related future projects.”

“TBC Fund is in constant cooperation with government orga-
nizations and NGOs in respect to casualty issues. The problems
beyond the existing and planned projects are being sought, ana-
lyzed and formed as complex long-term projects.”

As for the current second phase, the fund has highlighted and
worked out three main long-term projects:

The IDP Pregnant Women and Baby Assistance Project

(Budget — GEL 1,500,000; 1,200 IDPs registered, pregnan-
cy monthly assistance, baby monthly assistance up to 1 year,

single labouring assistance)
“The Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Defence of
Georgia, along with other issues, provides free medical service

to the pregnant IDPs. International and local NGOs are also
actively involved in settling healthcare issues, food and shelter
supply.”

“Still though, the casualties are suffering from financial
shortage to meet even elementary needs left beyond the exist-
ing programmes. That’s the very goal of our project — to meet
that lack of finances (to fill the gap). Funds, local and interna-
tional NGOs complement one another; we are doing our best to
assist the casualties through our coordinated work.”

Tserovani School Construction

(Budget — USD 2,400,000: Completion date — September,
2009; 6,000 sq.m building, capacity — 2,000 pupils).

“We trusted the school construction to the specially selected
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New Construction Company (NCC), which will deliver the
fully completed building by the beginning of the new school
season-September 2009. TBC Fund has the finances needed for
the school construction and NCC will be paid the due amount
divided into several phases in accordance with the work done.
Though we have winter ahead, the construction pace gives us
the argument to claim that the school will be ready for open-
ing on time and no doubts have been raised in respect to the
project’s success.”

The fund initiative of the long-term trusteeship of two chil-
dren (on Guardianship over Two Physically Injured Children as
a Result of Hostilities) (up to full age)

(Budget — GEL 80,000: settling medical issues, monthly as-
sistance, banking account till full age for further educational
means).

“TBC Fund is in charge of the children’s healthcare, month-
ly assistance and particular banking account (for educational
means) till reaching adulthood.

TBC Fund, like the rest of Georgia, became aware of the two
children’s cases through the media. Both of them were in dire
need of help. Initially, the fund provided the children with sin-
gular emergency first aid assistance.

“Soon after, following thorough investigation of the chil-
dren’s family and physical situation, it became clear that the
only way to manage their problems was to launch a long-term
project and so they were put under guardianship”

TBC Fund is not alone in giving the children assistance.

One of the children, under the TBC Fund guardianship, has a
damaged eye and is being cured at Gia Javrishvili’s eye clinic
under the close supervision of Mr.Javrishvili and Mrs. Ketevan
Mamamtavrishvili. Supposedly, in the spring the child will un-
dergo free surgery.

The other child lost his mother during the Gori bombing, and
he himself got seriously damaged by the same explosion. The
child, left with only an elderly grandmother to care for him,
underwent serious free surgery at Jvania’s clinic. At this point,
the child’s foot functionality issues are being taken care of at
the Kaufbeuern surgery clinic, Germany. He’s lucky to be go-
ing through this free treatment course in Germany, thanks to
efforts made by our compatriot Giorgi Grigolia. The rest of the
expenses are being covered by the Fund.
